EAST CENTRAL COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT 

ONE-WAY WHOLE GRADE SHARING AGREEMENT

This agreement is hereby entered into this 

 day of 

             by and between the Northeast Community School District, hereinafter referred to as the “Northeast District” and East Central Community School District, hereinafter referred to as the “East Central District”.  Purpose:  The East Central District desires to utilize the faculty and facilities of the Northeast District during the 2011-12 and subsequent school years.  The Northeast District will have the necessary capacity in faculty and facilities during the 2011-12 and subsequent school years to accommodate and serve a greater number of students than presently reside in the Northeast District.  The respective districts have agreed to a sharing arrangement and desire to put the terms of the agreement thereof in writing.  This sharing agreement is as authorized and/or provided by Iowa Code Sections 256.13, 280.15, 282.10, 282.11, and 282.12.  

IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1) STUDENTS:

During the 2011-12 school year and subsequent school years hereinafter mentioned, the Northeast District agrees to accept all East Central District regular education students enrolled in grades 7 through 12 to attend regular classes in the Northeast District and allow participation in all extra-curricular activities, the same as if such students had all times been Northeast District students.
2) EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM, CURRICULUM and EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

The Northeast District shall be responsible to provide a 7-12 educational program that includes opportunities for all students.  The Northeast and East Central administrators will work together to coordinate curriculum between the two districts.

East Central District students and Northeast District students shall be allowed equal consideration and access to all school sponsored programs, both curricular and extra-curricular, as it is the intention of the respective parties hereto that all East Central District students have the same rights and responsibilities as Northeast District students.

3) PARTICIPATION:

The Northeast and East Central administrations will work collaboratively on issues that impact secondary students.  Both administrations will work to share the responsibility of enhancing communication between the districts.

4) SPECIAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS:

Tuition and programming for East Central students identified as requiring special education shall be provided for according to guidelines established by the State Department of Education. Special priority will be given by the Northeast District to East Central District (PreK-6) students requiring special education services based on the availability of the program(s) in Northeast District and appropriate space for such student(s).  The Northeast District will involve East Central administration in the development, implementation, and monitoring of each student’s IEP.  IEPs will be sent to East Central as they are updated.

5) JOINT BOARD MEETINGS:

The Northeast and East Central administrators will work together to establish joint board meeting agendas which will occur annually (unless waived) that provide opportunities for meaningful dialogue.  Possible topics for the meetings include:   calendar, staff development, discipline  policy  and  procedures, parent/teacher conferences, professional development, curriculum development, textbook adoptions, facility usage, activities, programs, student achievement, a Comprehensive School Improvement Plan and the Annual Progress Report.

6) CONSIDERATION:

The East Central District agrees to pay tuition to the Northeast District in an amount as provided in the following paragraphs.  The tuition shall be computed by determining the number of East Central District students enrolled at Northeast on October 1 for the first semester payments and on March 1 for the second semester payments.  Two payments of equal installments shall be made each semester.  Such payments shall be based upon an invoice sent by the Northeast District to the East Central District with said payment to be due the day following the next East Central Board of Education meeting in November and January for the first semester and March and June for the second semester. 

For each school year, the semester payment will include one-half of the total sum of 90% of the State regular program district cost per pupil plus a proportionate share of the total Teacher Salary Supplement Funds (TSS) received by the East Central District in accordance with Code of Iowa, Chapter 284.  This proportionate share of TSS shall be determined by dividing the number of East Central Students attending Northeast programs by the total number of East Central students.  

The funding will be provided by using any combination of general fund dollars (including Teacher Salary Supplement Funds).   

Additionally, the funds generated from the sales tax funds that are generated on a per student (Clinton County and Jackson County) resident basis will be placed in an account established pursuant to the 28E Agreement for the Facility Improvement Program and spent as outlined in the 28E Agreement.   

Such tuition, as computed, shall be paid as provided in the preceding paragraphs.  The computation shall be certified by the superintendents of the two schools within ten (10) days after October 1 and within ten (10) days after March 1.  When the number of students is certified and agreed to, then such payments shall be made as scheduled in the preceding paragraphs.

Payments will be as follows:


2011-12:  First semester payment = 0.5 X 90% of the State Regular District Cost plus 


   0.5% of the proportionate share of Teacher Salary Supplement Funds.



  The equivalent of 2% of the State Regular District Cost plus Teacher Salary 


  Supplement Funds will be paid from the sales tax revenues, not to exceed

  The equivalent of 2% of the State Regular District Cost plus Teacher Salary 


  Supplement Funds will be paid from the sales tax revenues, not to exceed 90% 


  of the State Regular District Cost plus Teacher Salary Supplement Funds.   


Payments will be the same for the 2012-13 and 2013​-14 school years.


Sales tax dollars will be dispensed according to the 28E Facility Improvement 
Program.

In return for the payment of the above stated, all eligible grade 7-12 students in East Central District, whenever enrolled throughout the school year, shall be entitled to the same services without additional payment by East Central for any students enrolling after October 1 or enrolling after March 1 and without rebate to East Central for any students who discontinue attending Northeast District after October 1 and March 1.   

7) ADDITIONAL WEIGHTING

The East Central and Northeast School Districts agree to adopt join resolutions to study reorganization or dissolution.  The East Central District will continue to pay tuition in the same manner as prescribed in Section 6 of this Agreement (Consideration) during the study.

Each District agrees to submit information to the School Budget Review Committee resulting from the study indicating progress toward reorganization that could conclude in the establishment of a single school district.  At the end of the study, each Board of Education shall meet to decide whether to reorganize or maintain the status quo.

Any supplemental weighting and reorganization incentives shall be in accordance to the provisions as stated in Iowa Code 257.11(2)(c).

8) CURRICULUM and EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

East Central District students and Northeast District students shall be allowed equal consideration and access to all school sponsored programs, both curricular and extra-curricular, as it is the intention of the respective parties hereto that all East Central District students have the same rights and responsibilities as Northeast District students.  

In the event that the Northeast District programs desire to utilize East Central facilities for special or extra-curricular events, and provided that the facilities are available, no cost for the facilities shall be charged. 

9) TRANSPORTATION AND LIABILITIES:


The Northeast District shall assume responsibility for East Central students during regular student hours and other times that East Central students are engaged in school activities sanctioned and sponsored by the Northeast District.


East Central District shall provide all transportation between their students’ residences and the appropriate Northeast District building for regular and daily scheduled school program and other school-sponsored activities.  For travel involving extra-curricular activities, the Northeast District agrees to transport East Central students involved in such activity to and from the Northeast District to the site of the activity.


If any claim or injury is made by a student, the district transporting or supervising the student at the time of the injury shall be responsible for any payment of claims, damages, or judgments arising out of the injury and that district shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the non-transporting or non-supervising district for any injury which may have occurred while the student was under the supervision of the transporting or supervising district.  Each district agrees to carry liability insurance consistent with the Agreement.  

10) DISCIPLINE, STUDENT CODE, and RELATED MATTERS:


East Central District students attending Northeast District shall be under the policies, rules, and regulations (including disciplinary rules) of Northeast.  Any disciplinary hearings will be conducted by the Northeast administration and /or board.


The consideration paid by the East Central District is for sharing of the faculty and facilities or participating in or attending school activities sanctioned and/or sponsored by the Northeast Community School district.  Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed so as to preclude assessing East Central district students the same fees assessed Northeast District students for matters such as book rental, activity cards and other matters too numerous to specifically mention.

11) SCHOOL RECORDS and GRADUATION:

High school graduation requirements shall be those established by Northeast District.  Northeast District will maintain permanent school records of East Central District residents who graduate from Northeast during the course of this agreement.  Graduating students may receive a diploma from their resident school district.

12) RESOLUTION COMMITTEE:

If there is a need for a joint resolution committee, each Board’s president will select one representative to serve on such a committee to formulate recommendations.  In the event the Boards are unable to agree as to the interpretation and operation of this agreement after submission of the issue to the Resolution Committee and after discussion at either a regularly scheduled or specially called joint Board meeting, the dispute will be submitted to arbitration and will be decided by a committee consisting of one representative from each party and one representative to be selected by mutual agreement, or failing agreement, to be selected by the Director of the State Department of Education.  Such arbitration shall be final and binding and conducted in accordance with Iowa Code Chapter 679A. 

13) CONTRACT TERMS and TERMINATION:

It is the desire of the respective parties to provide continuity and stability to this sharing Agreement.  Therefore, the term of this Agreement shall be for a period  of three years beginning with the 2011-12 school fiscal year and shall renew each year thereafter so as to continue with a three year contract in effect at all times.  In the event either party wishes to terminate this Agreement, said termination may be accomplished by either party giving written notice to the other by the 15th day of December of any school year, and this Agreement shall then terminate at the end of the third school year following the giving of such notice.  The Agreement may also be terminated by the mutual agreement of both parties at the end of any school year.

Furthermore, every other year beginning with 2011-12, each Board of Education president will appoint two board members from their respective boards to review the language, terms and conditions of this contract and make any recommendations for change to the whole board of each district.

14) AMENDMENT:

After public notice per Chapter 21, Code of Iowa, the terms of this contract may be altered or amended by mutual agreement of the Northeast District and the East Central District.

15) SAVINGS CLAUSE:

Should any court of competent jurisdiction rule that any or all parts of this contract are illegal or contrary to law, those portions of this Agreement not illegal or contrary to law shall continue in full force and effect between the parties.
